The one kilo iIssue

No, we don't mean this issue of the Independent
(athough it's a big one) weighs one kilo. We're
talking about the new 1kg increment rule that has
just been introduced by the IWF.

We've always made an effort to concern our-
selves and concentrate our efforts primarily on
our own club. In other words, mind our own
business and enjoy our sport. But we do not
operate in isolation and every now and then we
have to have our say when we are affected by
other people’s and organisations’ actions.

So in this issue, we'll have our whinge about
what we consider a stupid rule and then get on
with business as usual and cope with it to the
best of our ability, since we have no other
choice. We have been told that the VWA plans
to hold a forum to assist its members in under-
standing and working with the new rule,
although there was nothing mentioned of this
forum in the just published VicLift (the official
newsletter of the VWA). We would respectfully
suggest that it would have been more appropri-
ate to hold a forum BEFORE the rule change
was endorsed by the AWF. Did the AWF consult
each State Association before deciding on how
to vote and did any State Association poll its
members?

The rationale cited for introducing this new rule
is as follows - the possibility that a lifter can
break three world records, lift 4kg more than the
nearest rival and yet finish outside the
medals.We're assured that mathematically this
is possible - but how probable is that scenario?
It has NEVER happened in over 100 years of
international weightlfting and common sense
would indicate that it would never have happened.

The proponents of this rule then cite the situa-
tion where a lifter breaks the world record but
does not win the gold medal because of body-
weight as another reason - yet, this situation
can still occur under the new rule anyway.

Another weak argument is that the old rule was
very difficult to explain to the public - following
that reasoning, we assume that the press out,
oscillation of the bar and dragging the bar up
the chest rules will next be abolished, as the
public has difficulty understanding those, too.

As we said in a previous issue, the 1kg incre-
ment is akin to using 1mm increases in the pol-
evault - ridiculous. We also believe it will slow
down competitions with excessive changes in
weights and lot numbers will carry too much
significance in deciding competitions.

A quick scan of the internet shows that many
share our concern as to how widely the interna-
tional weightlifting community was involved by
the relevant Federations in arriving at this deci-
sion and at the new rule’s implications.

The opportunity for a PB in the
total was lost as Sam twice tried but missed
117.5kgt, nevertheless, his performance was
very encouraging and he is due for a big one at
the next comp.

Edward was our last competitor in the first ses-
sion and he also set a personal record in the
snatch with 105kg. After a strong start with
132.5kg, Ed twice cleaned 140kg for another
PB but missed the jerk on both attempts - a
very rare occurrance. Maybe lifter and coach
had become complacent and took it for granted
that Ed can jerk anything so this was a timely
wake up call and is already being addressed in
training.

We had high hopes for Jacquie in the middle
session as she had looked very strong in train-
ing. After a successful first snatch with 80kg,
Jacquie missed 85kg in front but came very
close on her third attempt, standing with the
weight and stopping at the edge of the platform
before losing it behind, straining her elbow in
the process. As a precaution, Jacquie did not
clean and jerk and is now recovering well in
training.

The last session included five of our guys -
three 94's and two overweight 94’s. Simon got
things rolling with a 67.5kg first attempt which
drew two red lights from the refs - apparently
the only two people in the hall that saw some-
thing wrong with the lift. We had a look at the
video and we're still mystified. Anyway, we
increased to 70kg and Simon easily equalled
his best snatch. He then easily pulled 75kg high
enough but could not hold it.

After strong lifts with 85kg and 92.5kg, which
gave Simon PB’s on the jerk and total, the bar
was increased to 100kg. Simon’s had his eyes
this 100kg and he came very close to jerking it
after a great clean.

Marc came up with every possible reason why
he should lift at 105kg and at the end of the
day, he weighed only 94.35kg. An easy starter
with 80kg was followed by two misses at 85kg
and 87.5kg. Marc was disappointed but he
made amends with his best jerk of 110kg and
had a good go at 115kg.

Ali’s first two snatches with 105kg and 110kg
were not that sharp, so we just took the mini-
mum 2.5kg increase for his third attempt. This
wasAli's best effort and he looked capable of at
least 5kg more.

A clean and jerk of 140kg gave Ali a total of
252.5kg - an increase of 27.5kg on his total at
the last comp, as he continues his steady
comeback.
